Driving Directions

Arrival by Car

When arriving in Brussels, follow the signs marked Centre/
Centrum, then the signs to the Communautés Européennes, in
order to reach Schumann roundabout. Take Avenue d'Auderghem.
Turn left at the first traffic light to Avenue des Nerviens. The
entrance to the Autoworld is on your left. You can park in front
of the building.

Arrival by Train

From Brussels Midi Station (station of arrival for international
trains) take metro line 2 (direction Simonis) to Arts-Loi, then line
1A (direction Hermann-Debroux) or 1B (direction Stockel) and
get off at Schumann station. Take Rue de la Loi and walk towards
Parc du Cinquantenaire. Walk through the park. The Autoworld
is situated at 5 minutes walking distance.

Arrival by Airplane

From Brussels airport (Zaventem) by train: There is a train departing
every 20 minutes from the airport. This takes you to the Gare
Centrale (Central Station) in 16 minutes. It is best if you buy your
ticket before embarking. From Gare Centrale take metro line 1A
(direction Hermann-Debroux) or 1B (direction Stockel) and get
off at the Schumann station. Take Rue de la Loi and walk towards
Parc du Cinquantenaire. Walk through the park.

From Brussels Airport (Zaventem) by bus: The bus station is
located below the Arrivals Hall, and can be reached by escalators
and lifts through the Diamond Area. The Brussels bus company
MIVB/STIB operates a bus link between the Brussels-Luxemburg
railway station and Brussels Airport. This line operates on work
days between 07:00 and 20:00, three times per hour. You should
get off at Schumann bus stop. Take Rue de la Loi and walk
towards Parc du Cinquantenaire. Walk through the park.
